Paul went back to certain things about his past as he made his main point that he
received an independent revelation through Yeshua Messiah. Paul declared: (a)
he was appointed an apostle by Yeshua before he met the other apostles; (b)
when he did meet them he was received as an equal; (c) and he even found it
necessary to rebuke Peter, the chief apostle.
